Supreme Court in its order
on Friday refused to enter-
tain a PIL filed by a lawyer
seeking a direction to the
Central Government to
invite President Droupadi
Murmu to the inauguration
of the new Parliament
building on May 28. After
the Supreme Court's two-
judge vacation bench, head-
ed by Justice J K
Maheshwari and P S
Narasimha, refused to
entertain the plea of the
lawyer-cum-petitioner, C R
Jaya Sukin and he then
withdrew his plea from the
Top Court.

"We are not not
inclined to entertain the
PIL," the bench of the
Supreme Court said in its
order. The Apex Court, dur-
ing the course of the hear-
ing, on Friday sought
Solicitor General (SG)
Tushar Mehta's view on the
issue. He told the Apex
Court that these matters are
not justiciable. "The peti-
tioner (C R Jaya Sukin)
should be restrained from
moving the HCs by with-
drawing the PIL from SC,"
Mehta told the Supreme

Court, after which, the SC
refused to entertain the PIL
filed by Sukin.

The Public Interest
Litigation (PIL) was filed in
the Supreme Court by Sukin
yesterday seeking a direc-
tion that the New
Parliament building should
be inaugurated by the
President of India, and not
by Prime Minister Narendra
Modi.

The petitioner, a prac-
tising lawyer, C R Jaya Sukin,
had filed the petition in the
Indian Top Court and said
the Lok Sabha Secretariat
violated the Constitution by
not inviting the President
for the inauguration.

"The statement issued
by the Lok Sabha
Secretariat on May 18 and
invites issued by Secretary
general, Lok Sabha about

inauguratIon of the new
Parliament building is an
arbitrary manner without
proper perusal of the
records and without proper
application of mind," the
petitioner, Sukin, claimed in
his plea, filed before the
Supreme Court, said.

The petitioner said the
Respondents, Central gov-
ernment and Lok Sabha
Secretariat, have violated

the Indian Constitution and
it is not being respected.
"The Parliament is the
supreme legislative body of
India. The Indian
Parliament comprises the
President and the two
Houses - Rajya Sabha
(Council of States) and Lok
Sabha (House of the
People). The President has
the power to summon and
prorogue either House of
Parliament or to dissolve
Lok Sabha," the petition
filed by Sukin before the
Supreme Court said.

No digging or cutting of
roads in North, South
Goa during monsoon

PANJIM : OPEN SEARCH

The North and South Goa District Magistrates
have imposed a ban on digging and cutting off
all types of roads including National Highways,
State Highways, Major District Roads, road
shoulders, lanes thoroughfares, etc, during
monsoon as these activities pose an imminent
danger and disruption to the life of motorists,
pedestrians and general public. The ban on
digging and cutting of roads in North Goa is for
a period of 60 days, from June 1 while in South
Goa it is from May 15 to October 15. But the
ban surprisingly excluded agencies that have
been digging relentlessly in the first place. The
order states that provided that this prohibition
will not be applicable to any road digging done
by any government public utility service pro-
viding departments such as Electricity, BSNL
and PWD for urgent repairs of electric cables,
telecommunication cables and pipelines also
digging by local bodies for repairs of road and
for diversion of water in emergency cases will
not attract restrictions contained in this order.
But such emergency digging will be covered
immediately within less than six hours of dig-
ging and properly paved/cemented.

The authorities concerned
may have claimed to have
“fixed” the damaged sewer
lines, but the ground reality
revealed a different story as
O Heraldo visit to St Inez
found raw sewage flowing
into the creek through a
drain from an excavated
trench located close to a
sewerage chamber near
the Church. It is pertinent
to note that the work to lay
a new sewer line is being
carried out recently under
the Smart City Mission by
the government along the
St Inez stretch.

Union Civil Aviation Minister
Jyotiraditya Scindia on Friday
said that Uttar Pradesh will
have 22 new airports in the
next three years while making
a significant announcement
that steps will be taken to
begin air service from Kanpur
to Delhi very soon. After the
inauguration of the new ter-
minal building of Kanpur
Airport, the Union Minister
said, "We have announced 59
new routes and 122 new
routes will be announced in
the future. We have the vision
to connect Kanpur with
Pantnagar, Aligarh, Moradabad
and Shravasti. There are cur-
rently 11 airports operating in
the state and 11 more airports
will be started over the next
three years. UP will get 22
new airports." He said, "Be it
Chitrakoot, Moradabad, Jhansi,
Ghazipur, Aligarh, Azamgarh,
Saharanpur or Shravasti, air-

port facilities will be provided
at all these places." Scindia
said that today a new sparkle
is visible in the eyes of the peo-
ple of Kanpur and there are
two reasons behind it.

The first reason is the
recently concluded civic body
elections in which UP's double-
engine government has now
transformed into a triple-
engine government. The sec-
ond reason is that the Kanpur

airport's long-awaited expan-
sion and modernisation are
now complete, a brand-new
terminal is being officially
opened to the public today," he
said.

He said, "There are cur-
rently five international air-
ports operational in UP and in
the near future, Jewar and
Ayodhya will also be complete.
This series is still goin, and
Kanpur's airport has become

a crucial part of it. It started as
a small airport and today it has
been inaugurated as a 65,000-
square-foot airport, which is
16 times larger."

The Minister said, "The
terminal, which previously
handled just 3,000 passen-
gers, will soon be able to han-
dle 10 lakh passengers every
year. This facility will not only
benefit Kanpur but also
impact 8 surrounding dis-
tricts." Drawing a stark com-
parison between the present
government and the previous
governments.

On the demand of the local
MLA, Hoshiar Singh the Chief
Minister announced the operation
of five new bus routes in the area
and to reorganize the BDO office in
the times to come. Additionally, two
Primary Health Centers (PHCs) and
an indoor stadium with a swimming
pool will be built in the Dehra

assembly constituency, he said. The
State Government has started
Mukhyamantri Sukhashray Yojana
for 6000 orphan children and they
have been adopted as ‘Children of
the State’, under which the State
Government will take full care till
they attain the age of 27 years.

Furthermore, financial assis-
tance of Rs. 1.50 lakh is being
offered to widows and single
women to facilitate the construction
of houses, he said.

A passenger opened an emergency exit on an Asiana
Airlines flight as it was preparing to land Friday, the car-
rier told AFP, adding that the plane landed safely but sev-
eral people were hospitalised. The Airbus A321-200 was
carrying nearly 200 passengers as it approached the
runway at Daegu International Airport, about 240 kilo-
metres (149 miles) southeast of Seoul, on a domestic
flight. When the plane was still about 200 meters (650
feet) above the ground, a passenger sitting near the
emergency exit "opened
the door manually by
touching the lever", the
South Korean carrier's
representative told AFP.
The unexpected open-
ing of the door caused
some passengers to
have breathing difficul-
ties, and some people
were taken to a hospital after the landing, Asiana said,
adding that there were no major injuries or damage.

South Korea's Yonhap News Agency reported that
nine people were hospitalised. "The passenger has been
taken to the police and is under questioning" to find out
why they opened the door, Asiana said. A short video of
the incident was shared by Yonhap. The footage shows
wind ripping through the open door in mid-air, with fab-
ric seat-backs and passengers' hair flapping wildly as
some shout in surprise. Another video shared on social
media showed passengers sitting in the emergency exit
row next to an open door being buffeted by strong winds.
The two male passengers, who are wearing their seat-
belts, can be seen wincing as the wind whips around
them, while they clutch the armrests and try and turn
away from the door.

"Carlos," a 36-year-old coca
grower in Colombia, is stuck
hanging onto kilos of the
valuable paste used to make
cocaine stashed under his
bed. Normally, the illegal
cache would be worth thou-
sands of dollars, but a sud-
den dearth of buyers has left
him high and dry and con-
cerned about the future of
his children. Carlos is not his
real name -- the grower
wished to remain anony-
mous for fear of reprisals
from armed groups operat-
ing near his farm in Llorente
in Colombia's southern
Narino department, where
increasing numbers of
small-scale coca producers
worry where their next
meal will come from.

Their hands covered in
scratches, groups of "ras-
pachines" or expert coca
pickers, advance at great
speed through the sea of
green crops in Llorente.

Once harvested, the coca
leaves reach Carlos, who
cooks them, along with a
mixture of chemicals, on a
small stove until they yield a
white substance.

Cultivating his two
hectares had cost him about
$660, Carlos told AFP, and
normally he would be able
to sell the product for about
$4,000. But with a dip in

demand and historically low
prices, he has so far sold
only $154's worth. At the
end of the trading chain, the
cocaine made with his paste
would be worth millions.
"Prices are (very) bad,"
Carlos told AFP in his small,
makeshift lab. "The only
option is to keep it (the
paste)," in the hopes that
prices, and demand, will

pick up. Experts say the rise
of synthetic opioids such as
fentanyl, an "overproduc-
tion" of coca, changing con-
sumer habits and several
recent blows to Colombia's
powerful drug cartels could
all be contributing to the
price drop. Colombia
remains the world's largest
producer of cocaine -- of
which coca is the main

ingredient -- and the United
States its biggest buyer.
Coca cultivation is illegal, but
a mainstay for many in the
South American country of
50 million people. Some
250,000 Colombian families
depend on coca for a living -
- about 1.5 percent of the
population, according to
official figures. All along the
country's Pacific coast, how-
ever, coca growers have
seen their incomes plum-
met since the beginning of
the year. The region, under
the yoke of armed and vio-
lent dissidents of the FARC
guerrilla group that dis-
armed in 2017, is where
about 44 percent of
Colombia's 204,000
hectares of coca was grown
in 2021, according to the
UN. "At this time, the coca
economy is not yielding a lot
to survive on," grower
Nilson Solis told AFP among
his crops outside the town
of Olaya Herrera, also near
the Pacific coast.

FRANKFURT: (AGENCY)

Berlin police said Friday
they were investigating
Pink Floyd co-founder
Roger Waters for incite-
ment to hatred after he
donned a Nazi-style uniform
at a concert in the German
capital. Images on social
media showed Waters
wearing a long, black coat
with red armbands on stage
at the Mercedes-Benz arena
last week. "We are investi-
gating on suspicion of
incitement to public hatred
because the clothing worn
on stage could be used to
used to glorify or justify
Nazi rule, thereby disturb-
ing the public peace," police
spokesman Martin Halweg
told AFP, confirming an ear-
lier report by Jewish News.

"The clothing resem-
bles the clothing of an SS
officer," Halweg added.
Waters is a well-known pro-
Palestinian activist who has
been accused of holding
anti-Jewish views. He has
floated an inflatable pig
emblazoned with the Star of
David at his concerts.
Waters has played in sever-
al German cities in recent
weeks as part of his "This Is

Not A Drill" tour. But it has
been hugely controversial
with some city officials even
trying, unsuccessfully, to
ban him from performing.

The "Another Brick In
The Wall" singer denies the
anti-Semitism accusations,
saying he was protesting
against Israeli policies and
not the Jewish people. At
the same Berlin concert,
Waters also flashed the
names of several dead peo-
ple on a large screen, includ-
ing that of Anne Frank, the
Jewish teenager who died
in a Nazi concentration
camp. Also named was slain
Palestinian-American jour-
nalist Shireen Abu Akleh,
prompting criticism that
Waters was relativising the
Holocaust. "Good morning

to everyone but Roger
Waters who spent the
evening in Berlin (Yes
Berlin) desecrating the
memory of Anne Frank and
the 6 million Jews mur-
dered in the Holocaust,"
Israel's foreign ministry
tweeted earlier this week.
Good morning to every one
but Roger Waters who
spent the evening in Berlin
(Yes Berlin) desecrating the
memory of Anne Frank and
the 6 million Jews mur-
dered in the Holocaust.

Pakistan's former Prime
Minister Imran Khan today
thanked the country's gov-
ernment for putting him on
a 'no-fly list' stating that he
does not plan to go overseas
as he does not have any
property or businesses
abroad and does not hold
even a bank account outside
the country. "I want to
thank the government for
putting my name on the
ECL (Exit Control List) as I
have no plans to travel
abroad, because I neither
have any properties or
businesses abroad nor
even a bank account out-
side the country. If and
when I do get an opportu-
nity for a holiday, it will be
in our northern moun-
tains, my favourite place on
earth," Imran Khan tweet-
ed. On Thursday several
media outlets reported that
Mr Khan, his wife Bushra
Bibi and other leaders and
former assembly members
of his Pakistan Tehreek-e-
Insaf (PTI) party were
reportedly barred from
leaving the country. This
statement came after vari-
ous media reported citing
sources that Imran Khan
would be added to the no-fly
list. "IK (Imran Khan) added
in No Fly List," The Pakistan
Daily tweeted quoting
sources. The Pakistan Daily
is a digital news portal in

Pakistan mainly reporting
about the political updates
of Pakistan. However, there
has been no official confir-
mation of Imran Khan
being added to the no-fly
list. This comes a day after
Pakistan Defence Minister
Khawaja Asif said that the
government is considering
imposing a ban on the
Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf
(PTI) over the incidents that
took place on May 9, Dawn
reported. The Pakistani
news channel, Geo News
sources reported over 600

Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf
(PTI) leaders and former
assembly members includ-
ing Chairman. According to
sources within the Federal
Investigation Authority
(FIA), the names of the PTI
leaders and its party chief
have been added for their
involvement in the May 9
violence. The names have
been added to the FIA's
Provisional National
Identification List (PNIL) to
prevent them from going
abroad, added the sources.
The former prime minis-
ter's wife Bushra.

Before fleeing occupied
Ukraine, Victoria was get-
ting squeezed to apply for a
Russian passport she said
she never wanted as "I'm a
citizen of Ukraine".

Soldiers in the street
warned her to get one, she
could not file key paper-
work without it, and she
heard stories of door-to-
door checks ending in
deportation for people lack-
ing Russian papers.
Moscow has been steadily
imposing its passports in an
effort to justify its occupa-
tion and tighten control, but
also to undermine
Ukrainian identity, experts
said.

"I absolutely didn't
want to do it," 43-year-old
Victoria, speaking on condi-
tion her full name not be
used, told AFP in Ukraine-
held Zaporizhzhia. But she
relented when she needed
to register a home and car
deed -- transactions for
which Moscow-installed
authorities demanded
Russian documents.

She began getting the

required Russian transla-
tions of her Ukrainian mar-
riage and birth certificates,

but left the process unfin-
ished when she fled eastern
Ukraine in January. "Even if
I got a Russian passport, I
would still remain
Ukrainian. For me, nothing
would change," she said.

Russia had for years
been issuing passports to
Ukrainians in the eastern
Donbas areas held by pro-
Moscow separatists as well
as annexed Crimea.

'Start queueing at
night' But since President
Vladimir Putin launched his
invasion 15 months ago, the
passport drive has gradual-
ly become more aggressive.
An array of routine necessi-
ties such as receiving gov-
ernment benefits, getting or
keeping a job and seeking
medical treatment require
Russian-issued papers,

experts and residents told
AFP. Putin in April even
signed a decree that allows

Ukrainians in occupied
areas to potentially be
deported if they do not get a
Russian passport by July 1,
2024. "There are queues at
the passport offices," 40-
year-old Alyona, who spoke
on condition her full name
not be used, told AFP from
occupied Ukraine.

"My friends went
recently and by 8 am there
were already 48 people
waiting for the passport
office to open. People start
queueing up at night."
Alyona, who lives in the
Donetsk region, said she got
a passport from pro-
Russian separatists in 2020
but it essentially sat unused
over the next three years.
"Now a Russian passport is
needed everywhere," the
shop worker added. It's dif-

ficult to say exactly how
many passports Russia has
issued in occupied Ukraine,
and even more difficult to
say how many of those
went to willing recipients.

Moscow released a fig-
ure in late November of
80,000 passports given out
just since Putin had claimed
to have annexed four
Ukrainian territories in
September. The governor of
the eastern Lugansk region,
Sergei Gaidai, told AFP the
passports were used by
Moscow to try to support its
claim of invading Ukraine to
protect Russian speakers.

However, he added the
passports were more or less
optional in the first months
of the occupation, but have
since become compulsory.

"A person who received
a Russian passport, who
was forced to receive it, and
a person who received it
voluntarily are different sit-
uations," he added.
Humanitarian groups have
taken a harm-reduction
stance on the issue, saying
people need to survive and
sometimes Russian pass-
ports are part of that. We
know that the vast majority
of these individuals still
received them under the
influence of threats, under
the influence of violence,"
said Mykhailo Fomenko, a
lawyer with Donbas SOS aid
group.

The Russian government
has said that the money
from the sale of Ukrainian
President Volodymyr
Zelensky's vacation proper-
ty will be used to finance
Russia's continued invasion
of Ukraine, according to
The Telegraph. The news
outlet further reported
that the Crimean leader
appointed by Russia
released a video in which
he announced the local
legislature's decision to
nationalise 57 assets for-
merly owned by
Ukrainian businessmen
and public figures.
"Crimea will regain
rights for a number of prop-
erties, including a building
in Simferopol that belongs
to the banned Crimean
Tatar parliament as well as
Olena Zelenska's flat," said
Crimean Governor Sergei
Aksyonov, referring to the
president's flat that is regis-
tered in his wife's name.
"Enemies of Russia won't
be making money in
Russian Crimea," he added.

The news outlet added
that the Zelensky family had
purchased a three-room
penthouse apartment,
which served as their vaca-

tion home, in the famed
coastal town of Livadia in
Crimea in 2013. However,
because of consistent reno-
vations and the annexation
that followed, they were
never able to move in.

The property was val-
ued at roughly $800,000
(Rs 6,61,69120), according
to the Russian state media.

The apartment will be auc-
tioned off, with proceeds
going towards Russia's war
in Ukraine, Vladimir
Konstantinov, the speaker
of Crimea's parliament, said.

"It will be put up for
sale, and the money will
first of all go towards the
needs of the special military
operation, the families of
the killed soldiers, and the
families of the mobilised
men," he told state Russian
TV.

Meanwhile, President
Volodymyr Zelensky
accused Russia of terroris-

ing Ukrainians, as his mili-
tary announced it had shot
down 36 Iranian-made
attack drones deployed by
Moscow's forces.

"The enemy continued
to terrorise Ukraine by
launching 36 Shaheds. None
reached their target,"
Zelensky said in a social
media post.

"I'm grateful to our
air defence forces for
the 100 percent result."
Russia subjected
Ukraine to a campaign
of aerial bombard-
ments on key infra-
structure during the
winter months, but
those attacks have
waned recently.
"In total, 36 barrage

munitions were launched
from the northern and
southern directions. The
enemy presumably aimed
to attack critical infrastruc-
ture and military facilities in
the western regions of
Ukraine," the defence min-
istry said.

"All 36 Shaheds were
shot down!" Ukraine has
become increasingly adept
at taking down waves of
Russian cruise missiles and
drones after appealing to
Western allies for greater
air defence capabilities.
