Democratic  presidential
nominee Kamah Harris is a
“third-rate phoney candi-
date” and “more incompe-
tent” than her boss
President Joe Biden, her
Republican rival in the
November election, Donald
Trump, has said. In a much-
anticipated audio-only
interview with billionaire
tech magnate Elon Musk on
Monday on his social media
platform X which was
delayed by more than 40
minutes due to technical dif-
ficulties, the 78-year-old
former president said, “She
is a radical keft lunatic,” as he
alleged that “she wants to be
more Trump than Trump”.
Launching a scathing attack
on the 59-year-old US Vice
President Trump described
Harris as a “thirdrate
phoney candidate” He reit-
erated his allegation that
Biden being replaced by
Harris as a presidential can-
didate of the Democratic
party was a coup.

Musk agreed with the
former president and said,
"Her behaviour is far left”
"She (Harris) had three and
a half years, and by the way,
they have another five
months that they can do

something. But they won't
do anything. It's all talk’
Trump said. "She's incom-
petent and he (Biden) is
incompetent. And frankly, 1
think that she's more
incompetent than he is, and
that's saying something
because he's not too good,’
he said. Trump would face
Harris in the general elec-
tions on November 5. He
accused Harris of having
failed miserably on border
security as hundreds and
thousands of people entered
the  country illegally.
Asserting that he is in
favour of legal immigration,

UN chief Antonio Guterres
wekomes efforts to restore
calm, organise parliamentary
elections in Bangladesh

UN Secretary-General
Antonio Guterres has wel-
comed efforts of
Bangladesh's interim gov-
ernment to restore calm
and organise parliamen-
tary elections in the
country, urging the inclu-
sion of women as well as
minority communities in
the process. In a state-
ment issued on Monday
by Farhan Hag, Deputy
Spokesperson for the
Secretary-General,
Guterres said he stands
in full solidarity with the
peopk of Bangladesh and
calls for the full respect
of their human rights.
Guterres urged
Bangladesh’s interim gov-
ernment led by 84-year-old
Nobel laureate Muhammad
Yunus to continue to make
every effort in the coming
weeks to be inclusive,
including by taking into
account the voices of
women, youth, and peopk
across the country, as well
as that of minority and
indigenous communities, as
the country moves towards
parliamentary  elections.
"The  Secretary-General
wekomes efforts to restore
calm and organise parlia-
mentary  elections in
Bangladesh, with the sup-
port of an interim govern-
ment” the statement said.
“He continues to under-
score the need for a full

independent, impartial, and
transparent investigation
into all acts of vioknce,” the
statement said Yunus was
sworn in as head of
Bangladesh's interim gov-
ernment last week after

weeks-long protests that
turned violent and culmi-
nated in the resignation of

former Prime Minister
Sheikh Hasina, who has
since fled to India. Over 230
people  were killed in
Banghdesh in the incidents
of violence that erupted
across the country follow-
ing the fall of the Hasina
government, taking the
death toll to 560 since the
anti-quota protests first
started in mid-July. In
response to a question at
the daily press briefing, Haq
said the UN is in touch with
the “current transitional
body, and we hope that
there will continue to be an
open, inclusive process of
government.

The U.S. FBI said on Monday
it was investigating after
Donald Trump's presiden-
tial campaign said its inter-
nal communications were
hacked and the campaign

blamed the Iranian govern-
ment. The former president
said on Saturday that
Microsoft had informed his
campaign that Iran had
hacked one of its websites.
Trump said Iran was "only
able to get publicly available
information." The FBI is
also investigating an alleged
hack targeting advisers to
the campaign of President

Joe Biden and Vice
President Kamala Harris,
the Washington Post

reported on Monday. The
FBI began the investigation

in June, when Biden was
still running for president,
suspecting that [ran was
behind the attempts to steal
data from two U.S. presiden-
tial campaigns, the newspa-
per said, citing sources. The
Harris campaign did not
immediately respond to a

request for comment.

Jinping and North Korean

kader Kim Jong Un. “I got
along well with them,” he
said chiming there would
have been no war if he was
the president of the United
States. Meanwhile, Musk
stressed  that  people
respond to strength and not
weakness and said, “We
have some really bad peo-
pk... we have some really
bad peopl, and I say they
are more dangerous than
Russia and China.” The
biggest threat, he said, is not
climate change but nuckar
warming.

The conversation
between Trump and Musk
started with the failed assas-
sination attempt on the for-
mer president in Butler,
Pennsylvania, on July 13.

Reaching out to the dis-
tressed Hindu community
members at the famous
Dhakeshwari Temple here,
Bangladesh's Chief Adviser
Muhammad Yunus on
Tuesday urged the people
to ‘“exercise patience”
before judging his govern-
ment's role. Yunus, who
took charge as the Chief
Advisor of the interim gov-
ernment on August 8 amid
ongoing violence and van-
dalism, including against
the minorities, also said
each one’s rights should be
ensured and blamed "insti-
tutional decay” for the
predicament that his
country has fallen into. The
meeting comes close on
the heels of attacks on the
minority Hindu population,
vandalisation of their busi-
ness and properties and
devastation of Hindu tem-
ples hours in the violence
that ensued for days fol-
lowing the ouster of prime
minister Sheikh Hasina on
August 5. “Rights are equal
for everyone. We are all
one people with one right.
Do not make any distinc-
tions among us. Please,
assist us. Exercise
patience, and later judge --
what we were able to do
and not. If we fail then
criticise us,” Yunus was
quoted as saying by The
Daily Star newspaper.
Earlier ahead of the week-
end, thousands of minority
Hindu community mem-

bers staged massive
protest rallies in
Bangladesh's capital and

WASHINGTON (AGENCY) Donald Trump recounted his
assassination attempt in vivid detail and blamed the inci-
dent on “a hck of coordination” during a high-profik
return to the social media platform formerly known as
Twitter -- a conversation that was plgued by technical
glitches. “If [ had not turned my head, [ would not be talk-
ing to you right now -- as much as [ like you,” Trump told
X's owner Elon Musk. “There was a lack of coordination. ...
Everybody understands that building should have been
covered” The session was intended to serve as a way for
the former president to reach potentially millions of vot-
ers directly. It was also an opportunity for X, a platform
that relies heavily on politics, to redeem itself after some
struggles. With more than 878,000 users connected to the
conversation more than 40 minutes after the scheduled
start time, the interview had not yet begun.
