SEOUL: (AGENCY)

Kim Jong Un supervised the
launch of two long-range
cruise missiles, state media
said Thursday, adding that
the weapons had already
been deployed to "tactical
nuke" units of the North
Korean army:.

Kim has overseen a
blitz of ballistic missile
launches in recent weeks,
which Pyongyang has
described as tactical nuclear
drills that simulated taking
out airports and military
facilities across South
Korea.

The Wednesday test of
the two cruise missiles
aimed at "enhancing the
combat efficiency” of the
weapons, which were
"deployed at the units of the
Korean People's Army for
the operation of tactical
nukes," KCNA reported.

The cruise missiles --
which travel at lower alti-
tudes than ballistic missiles,
making them harder to
detect and intercept -- flew
2,000 kilometres (1,240
miles) over the sea before
hitting their targets, the
Korean Central News

North Korea Says It Tested And Deployed
"Tactical Nuke" Cruise Missiles
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Agency said Kim expressed
"great satisfaction" with the
tests, which he said showed
the country's nuclear com-
bat forces were at "full pre-
paredness for actual war”
and sent a "clear warning to
the enemies," KCNA said.

With talks long stalled,
and Ukraine-linked gridlock
at the United Nations
stymying the chance of
fresh sanctions, Kim has
doubled down on developing
and testing his banned
nuclear arsenal Officials in
Seoul and Washington have
been warning for months
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that Pyongyang is ready to
conduct another nuclear
test -- which would be the
country's seventh.

Kim said North Korea
will "focus all efforts on the
endless and accelerating
development of the national
nuclear combat armed
forces," KCNA reported
Thursday. Pyongyang is not
technically banned by the
UN from testing cruise mis-
siles, but all ballistic missile
launches violate sanctions
and are typically flagged by
Seoul or Tokyo. Neither had
alerted the Wednesday test.
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Kim made acquiring tactical
nukes -- smaller, lighter
weapons designed for bat-
tlefield use -- a top priority
at a key party congress in
January 2021.

"The latest test means
the North is operating tacti-
cal nuclear capability on
cruise missiles, which are
harder to detect for their
low-altitude flight" Hong
Min of the Korea Institute
for National Unification told
AFP. "It is a testament to
Pyongyang's capability to
mount nuclear warheads,"

Day After UN Resolution, Russian Missiles
Target Over 40 Ukrainian Cities, Towns

KYIV : (AGENCY)

Russian missiles pounded
more than 40 Ukrainian
cities and towns, officials
said on Thursday, after a
United Nations General
Assembly resolution called
Moscow's annexation of
Ukrainian territory "illegal”
and Ukraine's allies com-
mitted more military aid.

Russia repeated its
position that the West, by
helping Ukraine, indicated
that "they are a direct party
to the conflict" and warned
the admission of Ukraine to
NATO could trigger World
War Three.

"Kyiv is well aware that
such a step would mean a
guaranteed escalation to a
World War Three," deputy
secretary of the Security

Council of the Russian
Federation, Alexander
Venediktov, told the state
TASS news agency on
Thursday.

Ukrainian  President
Volodymyr Zelenskiy

announced a surprise bid
for fasttrack membership
of the NATO military
alliance at the end of
September, after Russian
President Vladimir Putin
held a ceremony in Moscow
to proclaim four partially

annexed Russian land. In the
past 24 hours Russian mis-
siles hit more than 40 settle-
ments, while Ukraine's air
force carried out 32 strikes
on 25 Russian targets,
Ukraine's Armed Forces
General Staff said Mayor of
the port city of Mykolaiv,

Oleksandr Senkevich, said
in a social media post that
the southern city was "mas-
sively shelled". "A five-
storey residential building
was hit, the two upper floors
were completely destroyed,
the rest - under rubble.
Rescuers are working on
the site," he said. A ship-

"Russia is actually losing on
the battlefield" Stoltenberg

As his forces have lost
ground since September,
Putin has intensified the
conflict, ordering the call-up
of hundreds of thousands of
reservists, proclhiming the
annexation of occupied
Ukrainian territory and
repeatedly threatening to
use nuclear weapons to pro-
tect Russia. Putin has
threatened to use nuclear
weapons to protect Russian
soil, which he says includes
the four regions he declared
annexed last month. US
President Joe Biden said on
Wednesday he doubted
Putin would resort to
nuclear weapons.

A senior NATO official
said a Russian nuclear strike
would almost certainly trig-
ger a "physical response”
from Ukraine's allies and
potentially NATO.
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missiles can also have irreg-
ular flight paths making
them harder to intercept.

North Korea revised its
nuclear laws last month to
allow preemptive strikes,
with Kim declaring North
Korea an ‘'irreversible"
nuclear power -- effectively
ending the possibility of
negotiations over its arse-
nal. Since then, Seoul, Tokyo
and Washington have
ramped up combined mili-
tary exercises, including
deploying a nuclear-pow-
ered US aircraft carrier to
the area twice, infuriating
Pyongyang, which sees such
drills as rehearsals for inva-
sion.

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Picasso's First Lover More
Than A Victim In Paris Expo

Fifty years on from Pablo
Picasso's death -- and five
years after the #MeToo
movement started high-
lighting celebrities' abuse of
women -- a new exhibition
in Paris focuses on one of
the early partmers of the
controversial artist. If
Picasso's reputation has
taken a battering in the post
MeToo world, it is in part
due to his treatment of
Fernande Olivier, his first
serious partner.

But for Cecile Debray,
director of the Picasso
Museum in Paris, we can-
not just view the artist few
the prism of modern-day
sensibilities. Possessive and
jealous, Picasso would lock
Olivier in their ramshackle
Paris apartment when he
went out and made sure she
doted on him while he
worked long into the night.

This should not howev-
er overshadow the story of
their time together, say the
organisers of a new exhibi-
tion at the Montmartre
Museum, in the north of
Paris. The new show puts
pages from her memoirs
alongside dozens of paint-
ings and sculptures by
Picasso and others from

that famous artists' circle.
"Picasso, due to a sort

of morbid jealousy, kept me

as a recluse," Olivier wrote

in her diary. "But with tea,
books, a divan and little
cleaning to do, [ was happy,
very happy" But her writ-
ings show she was more
than a victim, said Debray.
Debray, who is overseeing
the anniversary celebra-
tions, has criticised recent
"ahistorical" attacks on the
artist for his treatment of
women. "It was a relation-
ship almost of equals," she
told AFP. "Certainly, he was
jealous, worked a lot... but
he was also tender and lov-
ing, the only lover of that
type that Fernande Olivier
ever had" He was more
than just the "minotaur”,
the monster, that some
recent accounts have por-

trayed, said Debray. Their
relationship ended after
eight years in 1912, just as
Picasso was gaining serious

renown. Twenty years later,
Olivier published a book
about the period, "Picasso
and his Friends", which the
artist tried to ban. Her
memoirs revealed a difficult
life beyond their time
together. She was aban-
doned by her parents and
raised by an unloving aunt,
then forced into a marriage
with a violently abusive
husband before she fled and
eventually met Picasso.
"They provide a look at the
condition of women gener-
ally at the start of the centu-
ry that is very raw and real-
istic, as well as of a hard
worker who did many little
jobs to stay independent
beyond her marriage.
